
Minutes of the Springfield Historical Society January 9, 2008 

 The board of the Springfield Historical Society met on Wednesday evening, January 9, 2008 in the New 

Hampshire Room of the Libbie Cass Library. President Patsy Heath Caswell called the meeting to order at 

7 p.m. Members present included Julie Slack, Trudy Heath, Janet Booker, Donna Denniston, Brandt 

Denniston and Patsy Caswell. 

Patsy called for the secretary’s minutes for the October 10, 2007 board meeting, the October 11th 

general meeting and the special e mail meeting of December 11, 2007. Julie Slack moved that the 

minutes of all three meetings be approved. Brandt seconded the motion and all voted in favor. 

Brandt presented the 2007 year end Treasurer’s report. The report highlighted the trends from 2004-

2007. The first ever audit will be performed on January 16, 2008 in accordance with the audit procedure 

which is posted on the website. Brandt reported that forms 990EZ with schedule A and form 8734 were 

submitted to the IRS together with copies of our Constitution and by-laws in order to have our tax 

exempt status reinstated. This will happen hopefully as early as February 2008. The closing net balance 

for 2007 was $9,151.99. The board voted to increase our utility expense to $350.00 for the year 2008. 

Julie Slack moved to accept the treasurer’s report. Donna Denniston seconded the motion, and all voted 

in favor. 

Janet Booker presented her report on our book inventory. We now have a very accurate accounting of 

how many copies of each book are available. There was discussion about moving the microfiche 

machine to make room for file cabinets. Janet offered to move the Pictorial History books to the 

museum. Janet researched the actual cost of mailing out each of our various books as determined by the 

postmistress at the Springfield post office. Based on this information, the board voted to charge $3.00 

postage and handling for mailing out each book. Patsy asked Janet to find out how many copies of the 

McDaniel History were made in the original printing at the Country Press and to find out the cost of a 

second printing. There are very few of these books left. 

Patsy expressed concern that no speaker had been selected for the April meeting before our Vice 

President Don Garlock sadly passed away so unexpectedly on December 30, 2007. Julie suggested that 

we use Valley Quest as our April program. Valley Quest is under the auspices of Steve Glaizier and Julie is 

participating in this project in working toward her Masters Degree. Julie offered to do a program on 

Perleytown for our April general meeting.  Following brief discussion led by Trudy Heath, Donna moved 

that Julie Slack be appointed interim Vice President until July to finish out the term of Donald Garlock. 

The motion was seconded by Trudy Heath and all voted in favor. 

Patsy asked for the museum curator’s report. Julie announced that she is planning to move the Goodhue 

portraits back to the library and the quilt to Trudy’s sister Phyllis’s house for safe keeping. Julie is typing 

old records into Filemaker Pro for preservation of the records and greater accessibility to information by 

the public. Brandt agreed to add one page to the website for cemetery information and another page 

for Perleytown. 



A motion was made by Brandt to donate $100.00 to the VNA in memory of Donald Garlock. The motion 

was seconded and the vote to approve was unanimous. 

New business: The board decided to honor Bob Nulsen and Muriel Tinkham at our annual meeting in 

July for their outstanding work and years of service to our society. Brandt and Donna will research 

availability and cost of recognition, memorial and scholarship plaques. Brandt will also contact Charlie 

Pinkerton who does beautiful woodworking and lives nearby on Oak Hill. 

Trudy Heath reported on the Scholarship committee. She plans to contact Kearsarge Regional H.S. 

personnel. We will advertise the scholarships in our newsletter. Patsy offered to raffle off yet another of 

her beautiful paintings as a fundraiser for this year’s scholarships 

The board discussed having annual dues payable in the last six months from July to December of the 

calendar year in which they are due. [i.e.2008]. Members will again be reminded of this change. 

Julie stated that she would like to purchase spotlights for the museum to focus on displays. In other new 

business, the board decided to drop dues for business organizations and to write letters soliciting 

businesses to sponsor the society with donations. Brandt requested that the newsletter mailing be 

sorted so that “out of country” addresses such as Barbados receive sufficient postage for delivery. 

Discussion of goals will be postponed to the April board meeting. The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 

p.m.
