Budgets 

With this being the first year of spending control via budget line items spending was on or under budget 
in all categories.

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Tax Exempt Status 

Forms 990EZ with Schedule A and form 8734 were submitted to the IRS along with the constitution & 
by-laws for reinstatement of tax exempt status. Once approved, possibly in February, the tax exempt 
status will be reinstated retroactively to prior years.
